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1V. BASIC MOTORCYCLE OPERATIONS:

We recommend all beginners take lessons from experienced riders.

Some States have motorcycle schools.

A. TO START RIDING:
e Inspect vehicle before operation.
e Turn on turn lights before moving.
e Make sure it is safe behind and ahead before moving forward.

eRelease brake levers.
e Add throttle slowly by twisting throttle grip towards you and then
motorcycle will move forward.

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B.SPEED ADJUSTMENT:

E. BATTERY AND ELECTROLYTE
